[The Turbulent Keicho Era] In 1596, the era name in Japan changed from Bunroku to Keicho. This was
done in the wake of @ major earthquake that had struck Kyoto and other areas the same year, in hopes of
bringing peace to the world. However, the hopes behind the era change were dashed by a series of natural
and man-made disasters, including the Sekigahara War and the Wars of Osaka. This exhibition follows the
turbulent course of the Keicho era, leading up to the outbreak of the Wars of Osaka.
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[The Wars of Osaka: Fact and Fiction] The Wars of Osaka was the greatest battle of the
Warring States period. This battle, marking the final act of “the turbulent Keicho era’,
resulted in the downfall of the Toyotomi family and the establishment of hegemany by the
Tokugawa family. Even today, 410 years after this decisive battle, stories surrounding it,
both true and false, continue to fascinate us. This exhibition explores the Wars of Osaka,
showcasing both true accounts found in contemporary historical documents, and the
fictional versions that have permeated society over the years.
